

u.	The downtown district, which is defined as: 
The area bordered by West 3rd Street, North 4th Avenue, West 4th Street, North 5th Avenue, the Oostanaula River, 6th Avenue, East 1st Street, East 1st Avenue, the Etowah River, and the Robert Redding Footbridge, and as shown on that certain map labeled "Public Consumption Area 2021." A copy of said map will be kept and available for review in the offices of the city clerk and the downtown development authority. The 3rd Avenue parking deck, the 4th Avenue parking deck, and the 6th Avenue parking deck are not included in this definition of the downtown district for purposes of alcoholic beverage consumption. For purposes of this definition, any licensed establishment on property that abuts the described boundaries shall be considered to be located within the downtown district. Provided that consumption of alcoholic beverages in the downtown district shall only be allowed subject to the following regulations: 
1.	Type of container. Any establishment within the downtown district licensed to dispense alcoholic beverages by the drink for consumption on the premises is authorized to dispense an alcoholic beverage in a plastic or aluminum cup conforming to cup specifications promulgated by the Rome Downtown Development Authority for removal from the premises. 
2.	Size limited to a maximum of 20 ounces. No container in which an alcoholic beverage is dispensed and removed from the licensed premises shall exceed 20 fluid ounces in size. No person shall hold in possession on the streets and sidewalks, in parks and squares, or in other public places within the downtown district area any open alcoholic beverage container which exceeds 20 fluid ounces in size. 
3.	Drinking from unapproved can, bottle, or glass prohibited. Within the downtown district, it shall be unlawful for any person to drink or attempt to drink any alcoholic beverage from a can, bottle, or glass or to possess in an open can, bottle, or glass any alcoholic beverage on the streets, sidewalks, rights-of-way, and parking lots, whether public or private. This prohibition shall not apply to cups conforming to the specifications promulgated by the Rome Downtown Development Authority as described in this Code section. 
4.	Hours of public consumption of alcoholic beverages permitted within the downtown district. Alcoholic beverages purchased within the downtown district pursuant to this provision may be consumed within the downtown district on the streets, sidewalks, rights-of-way, and parking lots, whether public or private (except as otherwise exempted in this Code section), during the hours of 11:00 a.m. and 11:00 p.m. only on Thursdays, Fridays, and Saturdays.
